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DO WE KNOW THE ‘WHYS’? 
 

The relationship had gotten serious.  Constantine and Fiona were in love.  It happened

At our General Assembly and in the True Vine our new Stewardship model was 
covered in detail. In short we are moving to percentage based giving because it is

Christians we need to generously give in thanksgiving for all the good things we 
have been blessed with by God.  
 
Why does the Lord ask us to give a percentage of our income to the local church? 
God asks us to give a percentage of income to Him for our benefit. It is to teach us 
how to keep God first in our lives and how to be unselfish people. Unselfish 
people make better parishioners, husbands, wives, friends, relatives, employees, 
employers, and Christians. The joy we receive in giving transforms us as human 
beings. Research into the brain has revealed that gratitude is a social emotion; it is 
an experience of a deeper sense of connection and trust that transforms us. In 
giving thanks, we shift our perspective; we free ourselves from fear and stress, 
and open our hearts to opportunity, potential, and happiness.  
 
Gratitude is what we feel, thanksgiving as financial giving is what we are to do in respoƴǎŜ ŦƻǊ DƻŘΩǎ ōƭŜǎǎƛƴƎǎ ƛƴ ƻǳǊ 
lives. Giving liberates the soul of the giver. We never walk away feeling bad. Whether through a tithe, percentage 
giving, charitable contribution, or gift to a friend in need, giving away portions of our money always feels good. Not 
only does it feel good, but it generates goodness, and brings contentment. Remember, no one has ever become poor
